TERMS

1. Time for Payment

Because the major portion of the above work represents labor, all invoices are payable 15 days net. A 1 1/2% monthly service charge is payable on all unpaid balances after this period. The grant of textile usage rights is conditioned on receipt of payment.

2. Default of Payment

The Client shall assume responsibility for all collection of legal fees necessitated by default in payment.

3. Estimated Prices

Prices shown above are minimum estimates only. Final prices shall be shown in invoice.

4. Payment for Changes

Client shall be responsible for making additional payments for changes requested by Client in original assignment.

5. Expenses

Client shall be responsible for payment of all extra expenses rising from assignment, including but not limited to mailings, messengers, shipping charges, and shipping insurance.

6. Sales Tax

Client shall assume responsibility for all sales taxes, if any, due on this assignment.

7. Ownership

Upon completion of the project and on condition upon Designer’s receipt of all payments due, Designer hereby assigns to Client all rights, title and interest, including copyright, in and to the final Artwork, and, if requested, Designer shall provide to Client originals of the final Artwork and/or digital files comprising the final Artwork. Designer retains all rights, including copyrights, in and to preliminary sketches and alternative designs not selected by Client. Designer retains the rights to display all work created by Designer for this project, including preliminary designs and final Artwork, in Designer’s portfolios, including in print and online, and to submit such work to design periodicals and competitions

8. Cancellation Fees

Work canceled by the client while in progress shall be compensated for on the basis of work completed at the time of cancellation, and Designer shall retain all rights, including copyrights, in the artwork, whatever its stage of completion. Where Designer creates corners or other derivative works based on Client’s designs that are not developed into purchased sketches, a labor fee will be charged, and Client shall destroy all copies and/or permanently delete all digital copies of such derivative works. 9. Insuring Artwork

The Client agrees when shipping artwork to provide insurance covering the fair market value of the artwork.

10. Warranty of Originality

The Designer warrants and represents that to the best of his/her knowledge, the work assigned hereunder is original and has not been previously published, or that consent to use has been obtained through the undersigned from third parties is original or, if previously published, that the consent to use has been obtained on an unlimited basis; that the Designer has full authority to make this agreement; and that the work prepared by the Designer does not contain any scandalous, libelous, or unlawful matter. This warranty does not extend to any uses that the Client or others may make of the Designer’s product that may infringe on the rights of others. Client expressly agrees that it will hold the Designer harmless for all liability caused by the Client’s use of the Designer’s product to the extent such use infringes on rights of others.

11. Limitation of Liability (THIS SECTION NEEDS TO BE IN BOLD)
Client agrees that it shall not hold the Designer or his/her agents or employees liable for any incidental or consequential damages that arise from the Designer’s failure to perform any aspect of the Project in a timely manner, regardless of whether such failure was caused by intentional or negligent acts or omissions of the Designer or a third party.

12. Dispute Resolution
